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This application takes the output file from the COBRA/VIPER/ICEMAN MAILSERV program as input.  The techniques used to import the file are part of Lesson 2 (chapter 2) of the textbook.

The problem the following code addresses is the fact that some of the student names returned by the MAILSERV program include an extra middle name or a former last name.  Every student who had this situation occur will have their email address in column D instead of column C.

The VBA code was developed by recording many different actions, examining and thinking about the resulting code and then by trial and error trying enough things until eventually the problem was solved.

Control + ( is the key chord to move to the very end or last cell of the current column.  The ( key by itself just changes the ActiveCell object down one row, same column.
